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Dear Members and Friends,

While the holiday season and end of year festivities are upon us, the newly elected
Board of Directors is just getting started for their year that runs from October to
September. In October, 1 was selected to be your President for a one-year term,
replacing Jimmy Coleman, who served the maximum of two consecutive years. A
long-time resident of Gardena, my son Paul attends our Adult Development Center
in Hermosa Beach. In addition to serving on the Arc Board off and on for many
years (and being President before), I have served on the City of Gardena’s Rent
Mediation Board. It is my desire to continue serving the community of Gardena
and the deserving clients of The Arc-South Bay.

Unfortunately, there is a bit of not-so-good news about funding coming down
from the State. Under the June budget agreement, the State must impose “trigger”
cuts to a variety of education and social services programs if it falls more than $1
billion shy in revenues, and there is a forecasted $3.7 billion shortfall.

It looks very likely that automatic cuts will start in January for Developmental
Services, IHSS and other departments. The governor will also propose a 2012-13
budget in January, which will include more cuts starting in July and tax measures
on the ballot in November. Your Board will be working with staff to plan for these
looming cuts and find ways to mitigate their effect on our programs.

One thing parents/careproviders can do is to make sure that your family member
attends program as often as possible. Program attendance drives the amount of
dollars we are funded through the Regional Centers: poor attendance = small
reimbursements and less money to spend on the program.

We are asking all to stay informed, write their legislators, and support our
programs however possible by using our Janitorial or Lawn services, Southwest
Industries Work Activity Center for subcontract jobs, or simply by donating money
or in-kind items.

We thank you for your interest in our welfare this year, and everyone at the Arc
wishes you a wonderful Holiday season and a Happy New Year!

An organization receiving a Three-Year Accreditation outcome has put itself through a rigorous
peer review process and has demonstrated to a team of surveyors during an on-site visit that its
programs and services are of the highest quality, measurable, and accountable. This
accreditation outcome represents the highest level of accreditation that can be awarded to an
organization and shows the organization's substantial conformance to the standards established
by CARF.
